Course Description 

  

LANG 1130 is a credit-bearing Cantonese elective course for UST undergraduates of non-Chinese 

speaking background. It will equip students with the Cantonese proficiency and communication 

competence necessary for living and networking in Hong Kong, thus facilitating their smooth 

integration into the local community. The learning activities involve developing students’ listening 

and speaking skills in an attempt to build learners’ confidence and fluency in using Cantonese for 

daily communication. Students attend three hours of class and complete up to six hours of out-of-

class work, per week. The course is offered in Fall and Spring semesters.

related to personal and school contexts for daily and social interactions  

4. Understand basic Cantonese grammar for effective oral communication  
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5. Use a range of Cantonese vocabulary and simple colloquial expressions appropriately 

6. Identify, evaluate, select, critique, integrate, and cite relevant information from culture-related 

sources to complete the cultural research report. 

7. Develop ideas clearly and fully.  

8. Organize ideas coherently, ensuring logical flow and focused development from sentence to text
